I have lost count how many times I have returned to my old
country since I imigrated to the USA in December of 1964; no
doubt, at least a dozen times. Each visit has made me sadder than
the last as I watch the United Kingdom slipping from God and,
just as bad, being taken over by the Muslim Menace.

However, on my recent visit to the UK, there was a bright
ray of sunshine inasmuch as [ was able to baptize a Muslim lady.
Security reasons prevent me from disclosing her name. Here is
what happened.

A very good friend wanted me to help his brother-in-law’s
Muslim girlfriend. Miranda and I flew to London. We found
this lady to be very intelligent. She told Miranda and me that she
came from Bangladesh. At the age of 17, her father wanted her
to marry an older man. She refused and he punished her by keep-
ing her locked up in the house for three years. She was a pris-
oner and never once was allowed outside the home. She became
very ill; her father became concerned and sent her to England for
medical treatment. That was how she got her freedom.

Miranda and I spent the whole week counseling her and she
was 100% in agreement, but she had a fear of telling her mother
if she accepted Christ. I told S... that “one day she will appear
before the Lord and He will ask the question, ‘Did you consider

your mother more important than me?’”
I also read to her the scripture, “Anyone
who loves his father or mother more

demon possessed. She assured me that
she had never been involved in the occult and hated her situation.

S... was no different from many Christian ladies I have
counseled in the past 38 years. A person can be prone to psychic
phenomena since we are not only flesh and blood, but also spirit.
The fact being that we are made in the image of God. I fully
believe that, not only could a person be tempted in the flesh, they
could also be tempted in the spirit.

I encouraged S... never to listen or acknowledge these temp-
tations. I also assured her that, when she repents and is baptized
for the remission of her sins and lives a Godly life, she would
then inherit the Kingdom of God.

S...’s situation was similar to the last lady I had counseled
(Avalon) with whom I keep in touch. I recently phoned her and
she said she was having no problems and is enjoying a wonderful
fellowship in her church.

There are two basic reasons I am concerned with people who
are psychic:

1. They may believe this is a gift from God and give read-
ings either for profit or sincerely believe they are being
used by God to help people from a Christian point of
view.

2. If they have friends in the Charismatic movement,

especially those in the so-called deliverance ministry,
they would be given the belief they are demon
possessed.

The Bible is clear in many scriptures that it is possible
to practice divination. I am fully convinced that Satan takes
advantage of these people. That is why I teach they must be on
guard. We are under temptation and at war with Satan constantly.
(Ephesians 6:12)

I spent most of my time with S..., explaining the problem she
is facing. It won’t necessarily go away. We are bombarded by
negative thoughts often. However, as spirit-filled Christians, we
are winning the war and will finally be victorious.

S... thought things over very carefully and, of her own free
will, requested me to baptize her. Miranda helped with the bap-
tism, as this was done in a bath tub in the home.

S... came up out of the water smiling, and her demeanor
changed completely. She was bubbling with excitement and
exclaimed: “I AM FREE.”

Will Britain one

This week has been another terrible one
for those of us who want a society in which
all races, religions and cultures mix to their
mutual advantage and enrichment.

On Tuesday, five men were sentenced
to live in prison for plotting to use a huge
fertiliser bomb in what would have been the
UK’s largest mass murder.

Omer Khyam, Waheed Mahmood,
Salahuddin Amin, Anthony Garcia and
Jawad Akbar -- first and second generation
immigrants -- responded to the tolerance of
the British people by trying to kill as mnay
of them as possible.

Is it absurd to hope that the exposure of
their evil after a 13-month trial which cost
an estimated £50 million has finally pro-
vided the wake-up call that the slumbering
country so badly needs?

Or will we continue to allow the
politcally-correct lunatics to stay in charge
of what is becoming an asylum?

I’m one of those old-fashioned immi-

This occurs, too, in microcosm in
Muslim ghettoes around Europe; we saw
the frightening fundamentalist fringe of
Islam marching, threatening and perpetrat-
ing violence over the publication of cartoons
depicting Mohammed in Denmark while the
majority of Muslims -- who, yes, of course,
are tolerant and decent -- kept their mouths
shut and stayed at home.

I checked the ticket master and discovered James Van Praagh introduc-
ing people to Satan’s domain will earn ninety thousand dollars for that
week-end.

Occasionally I have an opportunity to speak to prominent Spiritual-
